Gold Level

2. Complete one (1) additional activity listed below.

Suggested activities:

a) Participate in Virtual Lobby ACTIVITY, documented by response to Illinois PTA survey on SurveyMonkey; send-
ing copies of letters, e-mails or faxes sent to legislators; if telephone contact or office visit, name of legislator or staff
member spoken to and priority issue discussed. (For the first year of the award, that would include any activity con-
ducted BETWEEN APRIL 18 AND MAY 31, 2011.)
